Important Notice from E-Z Data for DST FAN Mail Interface users receiving information from Oppenheimer Funds

Oppenheimer Funds notified DST FAN Mail on October 25, 2002 that the Champion Income Funds (Fund Numbers 190, 191, 192, 193) were incorrectly priced for Trade Date October 24, 2002. Oppenheimer is correcting the purchases that took place with this Trade Date and transmited the corrective processing through FAN Mail on October 26, 2002.  Please see the Old and New pricing for each fund below.

If you do not have any of the above-mentioned mutual funds in your Security Master (Vendor Securities), you will not need to make any changes to your database.  To see if you have the above Oppenheimer funds follow these steps:

Go to the CDS Desktop and click on File ( Vendor Securities.  In the Find Security dialog box select Mutual Funds in the Security Type field and click on the OK button.  This will list all of the Mutual Funds in the database (Make sure all Mutual Funds are listed; Stop-Go button should be grayed out).  Sort the CUSIP column A through Z to list everything in this column alphabetically.  Go down the CUSIP column and check carefully for the CUSIP to see if you have any of the mutual funds listed in the spreadsheet above.  If you have any of the Mututal Funds that are listed in the spreadsheet above in your database, follow the step below that applies to you.

Select the action that applies to you from the list below and then follow the necessary steps.

1. Your last DST download was after October 24, 2002 and before the October 26, 2002 when the corrected files became available.

a. Open the Security Master (Vendor Securities) and locate these Mutual Funds.  Open the List Of Positions for a Mutual Fund and double click on the first position.  Open the Transactions for this position and delete all Buy and Buy-C transactions for October 24, 2002.  Repeat this process for all positions for each Mututal Fund security record.  Download and process your DST data, only running the Account Master and Direct Financial Activity reports.  Now return to the Security Master (Vendor Securities) and locate the Mutual Funds again. From the List Of Positions go through each position and delete all Buy-C transactions on October 24, 2002 if you have any. Now complete running the TDM reports starting at the Distribution activity report.

2) Your last DST download was before October 24, 2002 or October 26, 2002 when the corrected files became available.

Download the latest batch of DST files and process them as you normally would. Once completed open the Security Master (Vendor Securities) and locate these Mutual Funds.  Open the List Of Positions for a Mutual Fund and double-click on the first position.  Open the Transactions for this position and delete all Buy and Buy-C transactions for October 24, 2002.  Repeat this process for all positions for each Mututal Fund security record. Call DST and ask them to place the Oppenheimer correction file in your FAN Mailbox.  Download and process the new DST data, only running the Account Master and Direct Financial Activity reports.  Now return to the Security Master (Vendor Securities) and locate the Mutual Funds again. From the List Of Positions go through each position and delete all Buy-C transactions on October 24, 2002 if you have any. If you have run the October end-of-month position file and you have the Update Position option turned on you may have Misc. transactions on October 31, 2002 for these positions that also need to be deleted. Now complete running the TDM reports starting at the Distribution activity report.
